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The 48 Hour Film Project by the numbers....

In 10 Short Years….
More than 13,000 films have been made by 218,000  people in 100 cities around the world.    

This translates into 1,330 hours of finished films. 

If each person on a team contributed only 16 hours over the 48 hour time frame, then 3,488,000 person hours have been spent making 48 Hour Films.

Interesting facts…
There are 14 regular genres and 8 wild card genres, including War or Anti-War Film, Family Film, or Disaster films.  Over the 10 years, more than 40 genres have been used.

76 percent of teams finish on time.

In 2010 the city with the most teams was Washington, DC with 105 teams, followed by Boston with 100 teams.  In these cities, screenings last 5 days.
4,267 photographs have been submitted by the teams to the on-line 48 Hour Film Photo Gallery. 

Bill Dyzel has competed 26 times in 10 cities.  His team, CinemaSolo, has 1 member making his the smallest team.  ARK Film Productions of New Mexico had 120 team members and 29 horses, making it the largest team.  Teams have an average of 15 members.  

Coming Up in 2011…
In 2011, 100 cities on 6 continents will host a 48 Hour Film Project weekend.

50,000  people will directly participate on a team as directors, producers, actors, cinematographers, sound, P.A.s and other cast and crew. 

Teams will make over 3,400 films.  This is a total running time of 20,400 minutes or 340 hours of film.  

The films will be screened at approximately 250 screenings in local theaters and other venues.  The screenings will be attended by approximately 70,000 people.  

Outside of the US, the 48HFP occurs in 21 European Cities, 16 Asian cities, 1 African City, 5 cities in the Americas, 3 in Australia/Oceania, and 1 in the virtual world of Machinima. 

100 winning films – one from each city - will screen at the Annual Filmapalooza.  In 2010 at the Maimi International Film Festival 180 Filmmakers from 50 cities around the world attended 6 screenings, 3 Happy Hours, 1 Karaoke party, 1 breakfast with the founders, and 1 amazing final party.  

The 14 top films of 2010 screened at the Cannes Film Festival at the Cannes Short Film corner and a selection of the top 2011 films will screen there in May 2011!
